Chain Crew Instructions Checklist
1. Introduce yourself to crew, get to know your box-man’s name, and instruct crew to spread chains in order to verify 10-yard and 5-yard marks
2. Instruct crew on where they should be positioned

a. 1st and 2nd half kick-off

b. During the game

3. Instruct crew to drop equipment if play moves to sideline
4. Explain to box-man how you will spot the ball, when to change the down on the box, and movement on penalty situations
5. Instruct ends to set up off of box-man on 1st down and to not move again until instructed to do so

6. Explain to clip-man when and where to clip the chain using 2 clip mechanic and to return the clips at the end of the game
7. Instruct crew to not move when they see flags down and to also alert you that there are flags down
8. Explain to crew their mechanics on a measurement and change of field position at the end of the 1st and 3rd quarters

9. Explain to clip-man the responsibility of charting penalties unless a 5th crew person is available
10. Remind the crew that they are a neutral party during the game and to hustle, not hurry, when moving along the sidelines and onto the field
Note: If instructing your crew on the field during your field watch, you should not have your back to the field but should be in a position looking through your crew to see the teams.
